· Route to riverside is compromised by obstructions, uneven surfaces, ice, snow or other physical hazards. 

· Landing Stage submerged with flood water
· Water levels are abnormally low

	Condition of the approach to landing stage and landing stage itself must be assessed before moving boats commences.  

Any additional hazards must be removed before boats are launched e.g. snow, ice, river sludge or debris from fly tipping.
Rowers must communicate directions to one another when carrying boats to the landing stage.

Rowers must watch their step when carrying the boats to the landing stage to avoid pot holes and uneven concrete.

Appropriate footwear to be worn to take account of the surface conditions of the landing stage and approaches.

Rowers must be aware of the edges of the landing stage by feeling for the edge when stationary if it is submerged by water

Rowers instructed to lower boat onto water in unison to avoid injury especially when water levels are unusually low in the summer

	Ensure that landing stages are well maintained and any essential repairs are carried out particularly if they compromise safety.
Ensure that rubbish dumped in the river by the landing stage is cleared before rowing activity takes place to avoid unnecessary capsize

Supervision by coaches and coxes to ensure that communication takes place.
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
